Re:  Orientation Day (compulsory attendance) 
 
We are very pleased to confirm that on Friday 2nd December, Orientation 
Day will be taking place for all students enrolled at the College for Year 7, 
2023. This day is vitally important to your child’s smooth transition to Penola. 
Orientation Day provides the opportunity for students to become familiar with 
the College environment; meet their Homeroom teacher and other students;

Students will also be participating in a Reading 
Comprehension test and will receive their combination padlock for their locker. 
 
Students are required at the Junior Campus, Glenroy by 8.45am and are to 
meet in the Gym.

Students are required to 
bring their laptop fully charged, pencil case and a packed lunch (popcorn 
and a drink will be provided for recess). At the conclusion of Orientation 
Day, students will be dismissed from the Junior Campus between 3.00pm and 
3.06pm.  Please be mindful of the parking restrictions that apply on 
surrounding streets of the College.
